HKPOP will release next Monday the latest results of “Post-Epidemic Work/School/Gathering
Resumption Indexes”, “Community Health Survey” Report No. 11 and “Community Health Information
System” Report No. 5; Next Tuesday it will release the ratings of top ten political groups

As the coronavirus epidemic in Hong Kong subsides, people begin to discuss under what conditions should
everyday life resume normal. The Hong Kong Public Opinion Program (HKPOP) under the Hong Kong Public
Opinion Research Institute (HKPORI) has constructed the “Post-Epidemic Work, School, and Gathering
Resumption Indexes” based on opinion data gathered from scientific surveys. All indexes will be updated on a
daily basis, and the first batch of results will be released at the press conference next Monday (April 27).
Moreover, the “Community Health Project” of HKPOP continues to collect people’s views on the pandemic,
latest questions include appraisals of the performances of Hong Kong government and the World Health
Organization in handling the pandemic, its Report No. 11 will be released at the press conference along with
Report No. 5 of the “Community Health Information System (CHIS)” which tracks people’s possession of
protective masks across different districts.
