Jason Poon, Chairperson from the CHINAT Monitor, observed, “Hong Kong’s gathering
restrictions have gradually become more and more complicated and incomprehensible, just
like the ABCD zones and packages for restaurants. The industry’s hesitation in accepting the
restrictions is an indication of the government’s lack of consultation and communication in
the policy making process. In foreign countries, the government would put forward the
different scenarios of policy implementations, for the citizens to foresee and understand the
policies more easily. Hong Kong’s goal of zero infection has always been a mirage, and just
like the restrictions on gathering, everything is so difficult to be understood.”
