Vice Chairman of The Hong Kong Chamber of Education Centres Yam Wai Ho observed, “Earlier, the
Education Bureau set a criterion for the resumption of classes in secondary schools with a vaccination rate
of 70%. As of this month, only less than half of the classes can meet this criterion, which is not ideal for the
Education Bureau. | think the Education Bureau should lower the requirement for the vaccination rate so
that more secondary schools can resume full-time classes. However, because the Central government
believes that Hong Kong’s epidemic prevention measures are not rigorous enough to allow cross border
travelling, it seems unlikely that lowering the threshold would be realized. On the other hand, in the absence
of border resumption, Hong Kong’s economy continues to recover. The unemployment rate continues to fall,
and the market is becoming more prosperous. Maybe more Hong Kong people will begin to feel that Hong
Kong’s economy is feasible without relying on Mainland. | believe this is an undesirable situation for the
Central government.”
