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Dr Tung-fai Cheung, Spokesman of Alliance of Revitalizing Economy and Livelihood,
observed, “In addition to the public's constant urging for the government to speed up the
process of quarantine-free border crossing, the focus of these two days was on the policy
address. In terms of improving people's livelihood, especially in terms of land supply, the
government's plans can respond to the needs of the community and are certainly effective in
stabilizing the society. The only thing is that there are no targeted measures for the overall
economic recovery, and there is still a lack of determination to support the Hong Kong
economy after the epidemic. In today's Hong Kong, moderate governance is no longer a
satisfactory answer for everyone.”
